Improved Attitude Towards STEM

1 76% of youth felt the activities made science seem fun

1 78% of youth are more interested in STEM because of the events

I 426 adult leaders are trained to deliver fun and engaging STEM programing

Increased Capacity to Productively Engage in STEM

1 89% of youth said they improved their understanding of the STEM subject
presented at the event they attended

1 53% of youth participants have attended more than one event
1 70% of Scouting units have incorporated STEM into unit activities

Increased Value of STEM
