CUB SCOUT PARENT GUIDE

WHAT IS CUB SCOUTING?

Cub Scouting is the youth program of the Boy Scouts of America®
(BSA) for kindergarten through fifth grade. The mission of the
program is to prepare young pecple to make ethical and moral
choices over their lifetimes by instilling in thermn the values of the
Scout Oath and the Scout Law. This is accomplished through the
aims and methods of Scouting — what we want to teach and how
we teach.

The four aims are: character development, leadership,
citizenship, and personal fitness.

The seven methods of Cub Scouts are: living the ideals,
belonging to a den, advancement, family invalverment, activities,
serving the neighborhood, and the uniform.

Your child wanted to join and will stay in Cub Scouting because
it is fun. Cub Scouting has been described as "a game with a
purpose.” The activities in Cub Scouting serve a purpose deeper
than just having fun. Activities are designed to meet the mission
of the BSA.
